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SECTARIANISM IN PAKISTAN - AN ISLAMIC PROSPECTIVE

Abstract

Sectarianism which is heinous crime and un-Islamic brutality spread over Pakistani society for
more than three decades. Most frequently such violence occurred between members of two
main sects; Sunni and Shias and sub-sects of Sunni sect like Barelvi and Deobandi. The recent
resurgence of sectarian violence can be traced back to the 1980’s and these organizations are
growing ties with militant sectarian organization such as Lashkar-e-Jhangvi etc. In current
scenario of Pakistan, sectarian incidents occurred very frequently. Sectarian confrontation as a
divisive force became a major factor to damage national unity. Riots, suicides bombings, remote
control bomb blasts and killings among the sects are against Quran and Sunnah. This paper has
proved from Quranic Verses and Hadith that there is no place for sectarianism, extremism and
violence in Islam.

During Soviet intervention in Afghanistan, Jhahadi culture resulted in increased number of
Madarasas of different sects and ruling elites support them openly and provided free atmosphere
for their growth. This religious fanaticism was operated on behalf of the organizers of the
Madarasas. Sectarian violence threatened all Muslim Ummah, especially worsen the security
situation of Pakistan. Sectarianism, extremism, violence and prevailing Jihaddi culture (not actual
jihad) are not only un-Islamic and against the security of Pakistan but unethical and against the
humanity.

According to Quran,

And those who disbelieved are allies of one another. If you do not do so, there will
be Fitnah on earth and great corruption (Surah Anfaal: 73).

This is clear message that all the Muslims must cooperate with each other and they should remain
their allies. There is no space for differences and sects in Islam. Despite the above message, the
Muslim society is divided into large number of sects and subsects and Pakistan is no exception.

Pakistan is a Sunni majority country but Shias account for between 15% to 20% of the total
population. Violent incidents are also common between the Barelvi and Deobandi sub-sects of
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Sunni Islam. Approximately 50% of Pakistanis are identified as Barelvis, but Deobandis- who
accounts for approximately 20% of the population, follow a more orthodox version of Islam and
consider certain Barelvi practices un-Islamic and Deobandi exert a significant influence over
Pakistan’s security situation. Due to these sects who are unacceptable to each other, the country
is divided in every walk of life and this helped to grow favoritism and damaged merit policies of
the country.

2. Background

Sectarian terrorism, marked by heinous crimes and unimaginable brutalities, has plagued
Pakistani Society for more than decades. In today’s Pakistan sectarian incidents occur frequently
and the phenomenon of Sectarian confrontation as a divisive force has become a major factor to
damage national unity. Riots, suicide bombings, remote control bomb blasts, killings and all forms
of terrorism against rival sects are inevitable aspects of Sectarian Strife in Pakistan. In the political
sense, the term sectarianism is derived from “Sect” which could be defined as a group of people
living as a community with particular religious identity or sharing certain common objectives as
a self-governing religious body.

The two major sects of Islam, the Sunnis and Shias have co-existed for 1400 years in many parts
of the world. In the sub-continent, both the sects lived peacefully during Muslim rule as well as
in the British Raj. After partition of the sub-continent, democracy could not take roots in Pakistan
and like the rest of the Islamic world the armed forces rose to the top of the political hierarchy
in the early years of our independence and since 1958. Pakistan’s armed forces played a pivotal
role in the internal politics of Pakistan. In 1977 military again came into power at the time of
soviet invasion in Afghanistan. Military leader in Pakistan was in the process of consolidating his
position inside the country. Military rulers fully extended their support to resistance against
soviet invasion in collaboration with the refugees from Afghanistan. They knew that without their
support the government of the US will not be able to contain Soviet expansion in that region.
Pakistan’s military ruler with full US support began to organize the local Islamic groups that
subscribed to the “revolutionary ideology” of Egyptian or Arabic, and Iranians brands, allied
themselves with local intelligence agencies and gradually evolved into a pro-establishment
entity.

The Arab Iranian contradictions and conflicts proved to be a key source in the spread of sectarian
confrontation in Pakistan. The Afghan war gave a spur to the rival sects and Zia regime
deliberately ignored monetary accountability of these seminaries. Therefore, Jehadi Factories
produced not only Mujahideen for war in Afghanistan against Soviet Union but also germinated
seeds of sectarian bloodbath. Table-1 provides information regarding establishment of few
Madrasas in Pakistan.

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Allah has strictly asked to avoid those mosques which are cause of division among the believers
but we in Pakistan created madrasas of various sects and faiths that resulted in disintegration in
the society. Following two verses are very important in this regard.

“And (there are) those (hypocrites) who took far themselves a mosque for causing
harm and disbelief and division among the believers and as a station for whoever
had warred against Allah and His Messenger before. And they will surely swear,
“We intended only the best.” And Allah testifies that indeed they are liars.”
(Taubah:107)

“Do not stand (for prayer) within it-ever. A mosque founded on righteousness from
the first day is more worthy for you to stand in. Within it are men who love to
purify themselves, and Allah loves those who purify themselves.” (Taubah:108)

The Sunni formulates an overwhelming majority in the country whereas the Shia Muslim sects
are between fifteen to twenty percent. Shia — Sunni differences also known as sectarian discord
in Pakistan are linked with geo-politics of south westerns and Middle Eastern regions. After the
Iranian revolution in 1979, many Shia’s in Pakistan were deeply impressed when general Zia used
Islamic penal codes to bolster his own rule. The Soviet intervention in Afghanistan, offered him
an opportunity to neutralize demands for representative politics. His close connection with
religious clerics led to ethnic and sectarian identities. While Karachi simmered in ethnic conflict,
Punjab became the hotbed of Sunni Shia feuds. In the 1980s the Anjuman-i-Sipah-i-Sahaba (ASSP)
under the leadership of Maulana Haq Nawaz Jhangvi and Azam Tariq emerged from Jhang
demanding the declaration of Pakistan as a Sunni state. Soon the NWFP emerged as the new
battleground. The Kurram agency bordering Afghanistan is overwhelmingly Shia also entered into
sectarian violence.

The arrival of Afghan refugees and Mujahedeen, who were almost all Sunnis, also caused deeper
concern among local Shias. That was a radical reconfiguring of demographic realities in
Parachinar (NWFP). The heightened tension among tribesmen both for sectarian reasons and for
traditional grounds led to frequent official crackdown. The chain reaction was felt across Pakistan
with frequent target killings in Jhang, Lahore, Karachi, and Peshawar to counter the ASSP. Shias
had established their Tehreek-i-nifaz-i-figh-i-jaffaria (TNFJ) which in fact demanded the
implementation of the Shia version of Islamic law. Both the ASSP and TNFJ have retained
nationwide networks through mosques and Imam-Bargahs and have also spawned militant out
fits to undertake specific assassinations. In the year 2000 there were 150 selective killings. Their
urban and small-town based terrorism in Punjab and Karachi continued unabated even after the
military takeover in 1999.

3. Bomb Blasts in Karachi from 1987 to 2000

Karachi generates 40 to 50 % of the country’s wealth with its stock market and endless sandy
beaches. Malheeha Lodhi (former Pakistani ambassador to U.S.) said, ‘Karachi brings together all
the problematic issues of our times in one place. Now that is the capital of drug running, gun
running, ethnic partitions, strategic forward crime and armed, and militias. We cannot survive
without this city.

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Itis clear from Figure-3 that Pakistan found continuous bomb blasts, killing and lot of injuring due
to ethnic and sectarian violence in Karachi. On the other hand, these kinds of blasts and killings
based on sectorial violence are totally un-Islamic and against the teachings of Islam. Following
two verses of Holy Quran clearly states that sects are not appreciated in Islam rather it guides for
unity.

Adhere to it, turning in repentance to him fear him and establish prayer and do not be of those
who associate others with ALLAH (OR) of those who divided their religion and become sects,
every faction rejoicing in what it has. ROOM; 31-32

4. Containment of Fundamentalist Organization:

After September 11, the government of India in a chorus continues to call Pakistan a terrorist
state. It has tried its best to distort Pakistan’s image to the extent of influencing UK, U.S.A,
labeling Pakistan as a rogue state. The U.S officials, in this context, indicated Madrassas as
indoctrinating extremism and instigating anti-American sentiments. The pressure from USA on
Pakistan regarding religious schools was intensified when Attorney General John Ashcraft asked
the State Department to put 46 groups on the new terrorist list, which was the requirement of
the Patriot Act. The state Department listed 33 Madrassas and added six of its own. Ari Fleischer,
white house spokesman, informed that Bush stressed Musharraf to act against those groups as
Jaish Muhammad and Lashkar-e- Taiba along with other terrorist organizations.

In the wake of terrorist attack on the Indian Parliament in December 2001, secretary of State
Colin Powell nominated Lashkar-e- Taiba and Jaish-e-Muhammad groups based in Pakistan as
terrorist organization under U.S law. Both the U.S and Indian government had vigorously
propagated that these groups had been involved in many terrorist attacks on Indian soil. In
January, 2002, President Musharraf vowed to end Pakistan’s use as a base of terrorism, and he
banned various militant groups i.e., Lashkar-e- Taiba, Tehreek-e-Jafria, (TNSM) Tehreek Nifaz
Shariat-i-Mustafa, Jaish- Muhammad, Sipah-e-Sahaba Pakistan (SSP) and put some other on
watch List. The government simultaneously also launched a crackdown on outfits sealing their
offices and held 2000 activists of banned groups. The bulk of the arrested people belonged to TJP
and SSP mainly responsible for sectarian conflict in the country.

In the meanwhile, American scholar pointed out that the Jamat-i-Islami (JI), Jamiat-i-Ulema Islam
(JUI) and several other militias were alleged of having links with Al-Qaeda organization. American
intelligence sources pinpointed 19 jihadi groups having their training camps in Azad Kashmir.
They are (1), Hizb ul Mujahideen (2) Harkat-ul-Mujahideen (3) Lashkar-e —Taiba (4) Jaish-e-
Muhammad (5) Al-Umer-Mujahideen (6) Tehreek-ul-Mujahideen (7) Tehreek-e-Jihad-i-Islami (8)
Ikhwan-ul-Mujahideen (9) Islami Ingilabi Mahaz (10) Jamiat-ul-Mujahideen, (11) Islamic students
league (12) Jammu and Kashmir National Liberation Army, (13) Jammu & Kashmir Liberation
Front, (14) Muslim Mujahideen (15) Jammu & Kashmir students liberation Front (16) Tehreek-
e- Hurriyat-e-Kashmir (17) Tehreek-e-Jihad (18) Harkat — ul- Jihad-e — Islami, (19) Al-Jihad Force.
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In February 2002, the efforts were intensified in kidnapping and assassination of Daniel Pearl.
U.S focused on hunting terrorists particularly in urban areas. In October, 2003, the USA further
nominated ‘Al-Akhtar Trust’ as organization that supported terrorist activities and it was financed
by Al-Rashid Trust. Pakistan freezed the financial sources and other assets of those groups as well
as individuals who were identified as terrorists as per UNO resolution 1267. Government of
Pakistan took action against those 185 out of 247 groups suspected of financing terrorism. The
immediate context of these policy initiatives resulted in various incidents took place in Pakistan.
In April 2003, an anti-terrorism court gave sentence to three persons accused of assassination of
11 naval French Technicians in Karachi. The court also issued death penalty to three persons who
were allegedly involved in sectarian killings. They all belonged to Lashkar-i-Jhanguvi.

Government agencies found six training camps in Balochistan who were giving training to the
terrorists. The training camps were located in Balon, Sibi Tillie areas and Shoran. The Government
officials afterward convinced that the decision to crack down on banned organizations was an
easy step but its implementation would be a real challenge. Meanwhile, authorities initiated a
probe mission to check the funding of the extremists’ organizations.

Apart from various measures, a code of conduct for Ulema and Madrassas was developed,
requiring restraints in various matters, for example, students from foreign countries, admission
in the Madrassas, registration of Madrassas, curriculum and training. However, these measures
have not proved sufficient in elimination of the extremist violence. That is clear from incalculable
events happening all over the country as shown in Figure-4.

However, despite all these measures, such as arrests and the shooting down of most wanted
sectarian activists and raid operations, could not stop the sectarian violence. To respond
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Musharraf policy of containment of sectarianism, the local sectarian elements joined hands with
anti-American and anti-Musharraf forces in Pakistan and began to aggravate sectarian violence.
During 2001 to 2007, mostly civilian killed in sectarian violence are as follow in Table-6 and
Figure-5.

Sindh

As mentioned, the deadliest Sectarian attacks and blasts at an imambarghab (Shikarpur) in
interior Sindh. Shas long has been known for its religious diversity and pluralism. A network of
Madaris established and run by ASWE. Lashkar-e-Jhangvi has expanded into the province. Karachi
was worst hit by sectarian violence.

K-P-K

In mid-2000’s many sectarian organization regrouped with Taliban help in the tribal region along
the PAK-AFGHAN border. Sunni Shia violence has geographical base in FATA. Gilgit Baltistan is
also plagued by soaring sectarian violence.

Baluchistan

In Baluchistan sectarian attacks are directed against the minority Hazara community, whose
member are shia. In recent years there has been a dramatic increase in the targeting of Hazaras,
starting with the killing of the chairman of the Hazara democratic party. From 1998 onwards up
to 700 hazaras are killed in Baluchistan for sectarian reasons (Huma Yousaf).

5. Islam and Sectarianism

In the eyes of Allah sectarianism is worse than worshipping idols.

“And he extracted for them [the statue of] a calf which had allowing sound, and
they said,” this is your God and the God of Moses” but he forgot, (Surah Ta-Ha
...88)
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Moses said,” O Aaron, what prevented you, when you saw them going astray
(Surah Ta-Ha...92)

[Aaron said],” O son of my mother, do not seize [me] by my beard or by my head.
Indeed, | feared that you would say ‘you caused division among the Children of
Israel, and you did not observe [or await] my word. (Surah Ta-Ha...94)

And [recall] when Moses said to his people,

“O my people, indeed you have wronged yourselves by your taking of calf [for
worship].so repent to your Creator and kill yourselves. That is best for [all of] you in
the sight of your Creator.” Then He accepted your repentance; indeed, He is the
Accepting of repentance, the Merciful. (Surah Al-Bagarah. 54)

And do not be like the ones who become divided and differed after the clear proofs
had come to them. And those will have great punishment. (Surah Al-Imran. 105)

There has come to your enlightenment from your lord. So, whoever will see dose so
far [the benefit of] his soul, and whoever is blind [does harm] against it. And [say] |
am not a Guardian over you (sora Al-Anam, 104)

“He has ordained for you of religion what He enjoined upon Noh and that which we
have Revealed to you [0 Muhammad] and what We enjoined Abraham and Moses
and Jesus to establish the religion and not be divided therein. Difficult for those
who associate others with Allah is that to which you invite them Allah chooses for
Himself whom He wills and guides to Himself whoever turns back [To Him]. (Surah

Ash- shura. 13)

Indeed, pharaoh exalted himself in the land and made its people into factions,
oppressing a sector among them, slaughtering their [new born] sons and keeping
their females alive. Indeed, he was of the corrupters. (Surah Al-qasas.04)

[Or] of those who have divided their religion and become sects, every faction
rejoicing in what It has. (Surah Ar-Rum.32)

Indeed, those who have divided their religion and become sects — you, [O
Muhammad)], are not Anything. Their affair is only [left] to Allah; then He will
inform them about what they used to do. (Surah Al-An’am. 59)
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6. Conclusion

Sectarianism in Pakistan is militancy activity which resulted in violence and it is against the law.
Pakistan government took decision against all organizations which are operated cross-border or
inside suppressed through National Action Plan without any discrimination. All these sects work
under constitution of Pakistan which provided them freedom under Islamic prospective but with
responsibility and limitations. The sectarian violence has resulted in loss of thousands of lives,
injured many more and lost millions of dollars in the form of War against Terrorism.

Warm-up exercises are essential before engaging in any sports activity. They help prepare your
body for the physical demands of the sport and reduce the risk of injury. A good warm-up routine

typically includes a combination of the followi

Nobel Prize is the most prestigious and Highest Award given in the fields of medicine or
physiology, chemistry, physics, economics, literature and peace effort to those people who have
greatly contributed to the service of Mankind.

History of Nobel Prize

This prize was started by the formation of Nobel Foundation under the Will of an Alfred Nobel in
1885. Alfred Nobel himself was a Swedish industrialist, engineer and chemist, and most
interestingly the inventor of Dynamite. Nobel prize was first awarded in 1901 in five fields. The
field of Economics was later added in 1968 by the funding of Swedish Central Bank.

The prize ceremonies take place annually. Each recipient is called Laureate and receives a Green
Gold Medal plated with 24 karat gold, a Diploma, and Cash amount. As of 2023, the Nobel Prize
money is 11,000,000 Swish Korona.

The Nobel Prizes since its beginning in 1901 and the Nobel Memorial Prize in Economic Sciences
given first time in 1969, have been awarded 609 times to 975 people and 25 organizations. Five
individuals and two organizations have received more than one Nobel Prize.

Selection of Nobel Laureates

The Nobel Committee each year prepares a report gathered by the experts in the relevant fields.
This report along with list of preliminary candidates is submitted before the prize awarding
institutions. There are four awarding institutions for the six prizes fields, namely:

The mRNA-based vaccines produce a
strong immune response, including high levels of antibodies that attack a specific infectious
disease that has not previously been encountered. Unlike other vaccines, a live or attenuated
virus is not injected or required at any point. And their research may further one day help produce
vaccines for a wide range of diseases in the future.

In addition, the Muslim world spends 0.2 percent
of its GDP on research and development, while the Western nations spend
more than 5 percent on their GDPs.”

It is irony of fate that Dubai spent money in the
constructing of the world’s tallest building.
Saudi Arabia, on the other hand, has
decided to build world’s largest shopping
mall. Neither of the countries has ever
tried to establish world’s largest
university or research Centre as per
Islamic traditions. When Mughals
were busy in constructing magnificent
buildings like Taj Mahal, the Europe
was erecting Cambridge and Oxford
Universities. Still time is not gone; the
leaders of oil rich Muslim countries should
spend more money to uplift the status of
education of Muslims.

Weak economic status of Muslim countries

Most of the Muslim countries are economically weak. For instance, the total world’s trade of OIC
countries is less than a single country, China. Besides, the average per capita income of the US is
approximately $ 62,000, while the average per capita income of Muslim world, a part from their
oil revenue, is below the world’s average. In addition, the combine GDP of OIC

countries is less than the total GDP of the United Sates.

Some Arab countries like Saudi Arabia are rich because of their oil
revenue. For example, Saudi’s five-year budget from 1969 to 1974
was $9.2 billion. During the next five years it became $142 billion.8
It was because of the rise in oil price after 1973 oil crisis.
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Instead of spending the oil revenue on industrialization, it spent in Afghanistan during Soviet war
to reduce the influence of Iran in Kabul. Unless Muslim countries work together and help one
another, they could not improve their economic status.

Un-Islamic authoritarian rule

Almost all the Arab countries are run by authoritarian rule that is condemned by Islam. Owing to
one man or family ruling system, there is seen avowedly misused of government’s authority and
power. In some countries, it has led to the growing human rights abuses and suppression of
minorities. Middle class people are pushed back and are not given opportunity to run the state.

Introduction

Dengue fever is a viral infection transmitted through mosquito bites. It is most common in
tropical and subtropical regions, particularly in poor urban, suburban and rural areas.

Other Names:

Dengue - Dengue Fever - Abu Al-Rukab - Breakbone Fever - Aden Fever.

Causes

There are four different serotypes of the dengue virus: (DEN-1, DEN-2, DEN-3 and DEN-4). Getting
infected with any of these types through a female Aedes aegypti mosquito causes dengue fever.
The virus may also be transmitted through the Aedes albopictus (Stegomyia albopicta) mosquito
in rare cases.

Modes of Transmission
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Dengue fever is transmitted from one person to another through the bite of an Aedes aegypti
mosquito. A healthy mosquito becomes infected when feeding on the blood of a person infected
with the virus, to then transmit it to healthy people when it moves to feed on their blood. Infected
people can transmit the disease to others through mosquitos for 4-5 days (up to 7 days) since the
onset of infection.

It is a dark mosquito with white bracelet-like markings on its legs and white spots on its body.
The mosquito is not the main cause of the disease, but only a vector that carries the virus from
one person to another. The incubation period ranges from 8 to 12 days, during which the virus
multiplies in the mosquito's gut and settles in its salivary glands. The mosquito then starts
transmitting the disease for the rest of its life. Early morning and before sunset are two peak
hours for mosquito bites. Each time a female mosquito needs food, it bites several people.

Incubation Period
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Symptoms begin to manifest 4-10 days after being bitten by an infective mosquito.
Symptoms

The disease manifests in severe flu-like symptoms and is suspected when the temperature rises
(above 40° C) accompanied by the following symptoms. Symptoms often last from 2 to 7days.

When to see a doctor?

Medical attention should be sought in case of
developing emergency symptoms after
returning from an area where the disease is
endemic. Such symptoms include: Eye pain

The disease is difficult to diagnose by its symptoms and signs, given their similarity to several
other diseases, such as malaria. However, the doctor will ask the patient in detail about their
medical history and the regions and countries to which they have been recently.

Laboratory Tests: The disease can be diagnosed by blood tests that confirm it and specify the
type of the virus. However, the results take time and therefore have no place in making the
therapeutic decision.

Risk Factors

Living in or travelling to tropical regions. The risk of developing dengue hemorrhagic fever
increases when the disease recurs with another type of the virus.

Complications

The disease may develop into severe dengue fever, in which blood vessels get damaged and start
leaking fluids, the number of platelets decreases leading to severe bleeding, blood pressure
suddenly drops or one of the body systems fails to then end up with death.

Prevention of dengue fever is
highly dependent on the control of the Aedes aegypti mosquitos.

The best way of prevention is to avoid mosquito bites by

v Eliminating mosquito breeding sites, such as: indoor and outdoor water basins.

v Covering, replacing and cleaning all water tanks and deposits on a weekly basis, including
household vase water.

v Using insect repellent skin creams indoor and outdoor.
v Covering the body with long sleeve clothes.

v Making sure window screens are intact and free of holes that allow insects in.

Infected people should be protected from exposure to mosquitoes, so that the virus does not
transmit to mosquitoes and then to other people. If someone at home has dengue fever,
more precautions should be taken to prevent
the spread of infection. The patient should be
advised to sleep inside a mosquito net,
eliminate mosquitoes and use insect repellent
creams. After recovery from dengue fever, the
patient acquires lifelong immunity against the
type of virus that has infected them, but only
partial or temporary immunity against the
other types. Recurrent infection with other
types increases the chance of progression to

Women Rights

Women rights mean privileges and freedom equal to those of men. Women rights refer to the
fundamental rights in the political, economic, civil, social and cultural spheres.

Constitutional Provisions Regarding Fundamental Rights

Constitution of Islamic Republic of Pakistan provides equal rights and the chapter on Principles
of Policy underlines the principle of equal rights and equal treatment to all citizens/ persons,
without any distinction including on the basis of sex.

Following articles of Constitutional of Islamic Republic of Pakistan broadly cover the women
rights:

‘/ Article 3 calls upon the State to eliminate all forms of exploitation.

‘/Article 4 provides for the right of individual to enjoy the protection of law and to be
treated in accordance with the law. This applies to the citizens as well as “to every other
person for the time being within Pakistan” without distinction. This article also clearly
states that certain rights cannot be suspended.

‘/ Article 25 ensures equality before the law and equal protection of the law and states that
there shall be no discrimination on the basis of sex alone.

‘/Articles 25(3) and 26(2) allow the state to make special provisions for the protection of
women and children.

‘/Article 26 & 27 provide for equal access to public places and equality of employment in
the public and private sector.

‘/ Articles 11 & 37 (g) prohibit trafficking in human beings as well as prostitution.
‘/ Article 32 makes special provisions for the representation of women in local Government.

‘/ Article 34 directs the state to take appropriate measures to enable women to participate
in all spheres of life and social activities.

‘/Article 35 asks the state to protect the
marriage, the family, the mother and the child.
Article 37 € directs the state to make provisions
for securing just and humane conditions of work
ensuring that children and women are not
employed in vocations unsuited to their age or sex, and
for ensuring maternity benefits for women in
employment




‘/ Articles 51 & 106 provide for the reservation of seats for women in the legislatures.
Pakistan’s International Commitments on Women Rights and Gender Equality
Pakistan has accessed and ratified a number of conventions on women rights and gender
equality; some major International Commitments are as under:
Pakistan and the CEDAW
Pakistan acceded to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against
Women (CEDAW) on 29th February, 1996, being the 174th State-Party while declaring that
accession by Government of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan to the [said Convention] was subject
to provisions of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan and entering a reservation
on Article 29(1),

“The Government of Islamic Republic of Pakistan declares that it does not
consider itself bound by paragraph 1 of article 29 of the Convention”.

Our Policy regarding Millennium Development Goals (MDGs)
Government of the Punjab discourages gender

discrimination and exploitation of basic human
rights. It resolves to eliminate negative customary

practices by increasing awareness of women about

Carbon dioxide is a colorless gas which has density higher than that of normal air. At higher
concentrations it is acidic in odor. CO2 is colorless, odorless, tasteless, Inert and non-toxic in
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nature. Sweeteners are the substances used to sweeten the soft drinks particularly other than
sugar. Water is the major ingredient of soft drinks. Conventional drinks contain 90% of water but
diet soft drinks may contain up to 98% of water in them. It also acts as solvent and carrier for
other ingredients.

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'ROLE OF VITAMIN D IN THE STORAGE OF CALCIUM IN THE
BODY

Vitamin D is very important for our body. It has various functions. One
very important function of vitamin D is the homeostasis of calcium for
optimal skeletal health. The process of absorption of calcium in the small
intestine is accelerated in the presence of vitamin D. Hydroxyapatite
crystals are very important for the strengthening and mineralization of
bones which are made of calcium and phosphorus. So, for strengthening
and mineralization, the diet must contain calcium and vitamin D.

For the proper formation of bone matrix vitamin D plays its role in
calcium and phosphorus deposition. Calcium is deposited in the intestine
by two routes. The paracellular route is a passive method while the
transcellular route works in the presence of vitamins. Various vitamin D-
dependent transport proteins regulate the transport of calcium in the
intestine for absorption. On the luminous surface of enterocytes, calcium
channels are located. TRPV6 is regulated by vitamin D. vitamin D is mostly
expressed in the upper part of the intestine i.e., duodenum as compared
to other parts i.e., jejunum and ileum. The level of TRPV6 decreases in
females with age. This is the reason behind low calcium absorption in
aged women. A transport protein that carries calcium from the luminal
surface to the basal surface is Calbindin 9k. PMCA1b and NCX1 are two
cation exchange protein, regulated by vitamin D are found on the basal
surface of enterocytes. These are involved in the calcium circulation.

.+ Vitamin D is essential for adequate absorption of calcium. It increases the
absorption level 30 to forty times. In the absence of vitamin D body can
absorb only ten to fifteen percent of calcium.

In 1960s an experiment was done to check the function of vitamin D. A
rat deficient in vitamin D was given vitamin D. High level of calcium
absorption was observed within 24 hours.

Calcitonin inhibits the working of osteoclast and decrease bone
resorption. It stimulates the function of vitamin D. So, vitamin D and
calcitonin maintains bone balance.

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HYPOTHERMIC MACHINE PERFUSION: IMPROVING THE
ORGAN TRANSPLANT PROCESS AND OPERATIONS

Transplantable organs are in chronic shortage in the U.S., and there continues to be a woeful
imbalance between donor organ supply and demand. One hundred five thousand eight hundred
individuals are on the nation’s transplant waiting list today, and a new patient is added every 10
minutes. Seventeen people die every day because they did not receive a life- saving organin time,
often because the donor organ’s journey to the patient put the organ quality at risk. It is common
for the organ to be shipped in a decades-old, low-tech preservation modality: chilled on ice and
stored in a cooler—otherwise known as static cold storage (SCS).

Hospitals are looking for better ways to preserve and transport organs for transplant to mitigate
this risk. Hypothermic machine perfusion (HMP) is a promising solution that has rapidly gained
broad adoption in the US and worldwide. With the help of HMP technology, hospital leadership
and administrators significantly improve the delicate environment of its transplant program:
streamlining hospital operations surrounding transplants, providing more transplants per year,
and improving patient outcomes.

Weighing the Costs and Patient Benefits of Static Cold Storage vs. Cold Perfusion
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There are three FDA-approved methods for portable organ preservation: static cold storage,
HMP, and normothermic machine perfusion
(NMP). While static cold storage relies entirely Hypothermic Oxygenated Machine Perusion
on a passive system of maintaining near-freezing g
temperatures to slow tissue degradation, both A

These three methods come with very different
costs, advantages, and drawbacks.

Static cold storage (the cool box filled with ice) has been the traditional approach for transporting

donor organs. It is low-cost and requires essentially no training to implement. Among the several

limitations of static cold storage, a key drawback is that only organs that meet strict criteria of

age, condition, and type of death are accepted for this preservation modality,

and these organs are not typically matched to waiting-list patients who are

incredibly sick. Additionally, in the case of a kidney, the organ

/ . recipient’s hospital within 18-24 hours. If

the organ has been in transit beyond this

window, the surgeon will likely reject it
upon arrival.

In practice, organ transplantation is
considered time-sensitive and often
conducted as an emergency-like procedure,
putting added strain on hospital resources.

ﬂ When a viable donor organ is accepted for transplant, the

intended organ recipient, surgeon, and support staff are often rushed to the
operating room to minimize the time the organ has been in transit. This becomes
more urgent when a donor organ is transported via static cold storage. With
this method, organs commonly suffer inevitable damage through ischemia,
another limitation of SCS which causes it to be considered inferior in
many circumstances. By comparison, hypothermic and normothermic
) preservation are observed to help increase the quality and quantity of
donor organs for transplantation. However, HMP and NMP each have

‘ unique logistical and handling requirements.
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For example, while each modality requires operator training, NMP devices employ a complex
technological system to keep the organ at body temperature, control contamination/infection
risk, biological waste management and require significant advanced training. In contrast, HMP
devices are typically considered less complex and more user-friendly. Organs preserved via HMP
are pumped with a chilled, nutrient-rich, oxygenated solution that does not contain blood or
blood products. The cooling source for the preservation solution is an integrated ice-filled
chamber that, while simple in its design, is robust and effective in maintaining the prescribed
hypothermic temperature for 18-24 hours. Another essential comparison between HMP and
NMP is if a NMP machine stops working during donor organ preservation, there is no fail-safe.
Comparatively, if a hypothermic system fails, it automatically reverts to static cold storage mode,
preserving the donor organ in a protective hypothermic environment during transit. HMP for
kidneys has also demonstrated successful ex-vivo preservation of donor organs for up to 48-72
hours.

Investing in HMP to Improve Hospital Operations

When considering a new organ preservation technology, hospital administrators will likely want
to evaluate a full range of financial implications of adoption. Typically, expensive and complex
new technologies, however promising, are only practical for some hospital operating budgets.
Alternatively, low-cost solutions are often associated with mediocre performance, causing
operational disruptions and wasting time and money. Moderately priced and easy to use, today’s
HMP technologies strike a middle ground. HMP has become a standard of care for preserving and
transporting many categories of donor kidneys in transplant programs worldwide.

By keeping organs safely preserved longer, HMP gives hospital administrators hours of flexibility
when scheduling transplants and strategizing staffing within the hospital. In many transplant
programs that have adopted HMP, operations are performed more like routine scheduled
surgery vs. emergency-like procedures. In transplant centers with HMP, scheduling surgeries
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during regular daytime hours supports better outcomes as surgeons and their staff, patients, and
their families prepare and perform under more optimal conditions.

HMP also allows hospitals to accept organs from expanded criteria donors that otherwise are not
deemed acceptable. Instead of turning down organs otherwise considered as too ‘marginal’ due
to factors of donor age, prior medical or lifestyle conditions, and circumstances of death, clinical
data has demonstrated that a broad scope of expanded criteria organs can be transplanted with
successful outcomes when HMP is utilized.
